Film/live performance and soundscape installation that creates a watery world in the belly of a whale.

As the audience huddle snugly together inside salt encrusted life rafts, performers, soundscapes and fragments of film drift past them. This flotsam and jetsam includes memories of the moon landing, a whale that watches jumpers from Beachy Head and live ultrasound images that are read like tea leaves to reveal past secrets and future hopes.

Curious are Helen Paris and Leslie Hill. For The Moment I Saw You I Knew I Could Love You they have collaborated with filmmaker Andrew Kötting (Gallivant, This Filthy Earth, Offshore), composer Graeme Miller (Beheld, Bassline, Linked), and performer and chanteuse Claudia Barton (from film noir inspired electronica group Gamine) to create a performance where film imagery and live performance merge with haunting melodies and siren song. Two octogenarians, still very much in love, Geoff and Rene join Paris, Hill and Barton on stage.

In making of this piece, Curious collaborated with scientists at the Wingate Institute of Neurogastroenterology, literally investigating gut feelings. ‘We became fascinated by the fact that the human body has a second brain in the gut and how this plays a part in phenomenon such as love at first sight,’ says Curious co-director Leslie Hill.  ‘Our work with scientists gave us a chance to learn a lot more about the mysteries of the body and this has influenced the piece considerably.’
